
Early Assessment and Support Team (EAST):  Explanation of Services and Rights

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The EAST (Early Assessment and Support Team) Program is a regional program managed by Mid-Valley Behavioral Care Network. EAST functions much like a health care service provider, with staff and/or contractors assigned from each of the following agencies: Mid-Valley Behavioral Care Network, Linn County Mental Health, Polk County Mental Health, Marion County Behavioral Health, Northwest Human Services, Tillamook Family Counseling Center, Yamhill County Mental Health, and Salem Hospital. These agencies and their representatives assigned to the EAST Program are covered by Oregon Revised Statutes 179.505.

As a participant in the EAST Program, you have access to regional services and supports, including groups and events, problem solving assistance, and funding support for the services you receive.  You may have contact with EAST team members who are employed by the other agencies participating in the EAST Program. In addition, the regional clinical team with representatives of each of the above agencies provides peer review and consultation to help ensure high quality services. The information about rights provided to you by your local service provider also applies to all services provided by the regional EAST Program.

EAST encourages you to be an active decision maker about your own services.  Any questions, concerns or suggestions should be directed to the EAST Program Coordinator at 503-931-0785.
